GROUP TIME #1: ‘HONOR”

KEY VERSES: Ephesians 6:1-4
1. More Than One VOICE

Proverbs 23:22

A Man of Honor is willing to LISTEN and LEARN

Object Lesson: “A Megaphone”

Big Group Question: What are the other voices shouting for your attention as men?

2. Add VALUE

e Proverbs 23:23
e A Man of Honor adds WISDOM and VALUE to those around him.

Object Lesson: “Wallet & A Calculator”
Big Group Questions:
o Where to we find value and honor in society as men?
o What are the things that add to our value as men in our society?

3. Fill'r UP
e Proverbs 23:24-25
e A Man of Honor RECIEVES and SHARES a Godly blessing
e Object Lesson: “A Pitcher & a Cup”
e Big Group Questions:

o What are the things that fill you with joy?
o How do you share or create joy in others around you?

4. Re-FOCUS

Proverbs 23:26
A Man of Honor is FOCUSED on Godly Things.
Object Lesson: “Binoculars”
Big Group Questions:
o What are the things that we look at or see that are not honorable?
o How can we refocus our eyes and heart in order to be men of honor?

FATHER/SON: SHORT DISCUSSION QUESTIONS & PRAYER CHALLENGE (*15 minutes)
- Dad: Who was a man of HONOR in your life growing up and what is one thing they taught you that you
can pass on to your son about being a man?

- Son: What is one HONORABLE thing about your dad that you respect most?

Prayer Challenge:
- Share with each other of the 4 points listed above which is your biggest struggle or one you need to work on?



GROUP TIME #2: INTEGRITY”
KEY VERSES: / Kings 9:4-5

FATHER (David)
- Psalms 78:72

1. On GUARD

e Psalms 25:20-21

e A Man of Integrity has nothing to be AFRAID of or ASHAMED of.

e Object Lesson: “A Shield”

e Big Group Question:

o Where are the places we as men have to be on our guard the most to defend and keep our
integrity?

2. Living VICTORY

Psalms 41:11-12
A Man of Integrity has the VICTORY of God and His PRESENCE in his life.
Object Lesson: “A Sword”
Big Group Questions:
o Asaman is having integrity seen as a good thing or a bad thing?
o How is integrity seen as negative to achieving victory or success as men?

SON (Solomon)
- | Kings 3:13-14

1. Heading the RIGHT Direction

Proverbs 10:9

A Man of Integrity SECURE in his choices

Object Lesson: ‘A Compass”

Big Group Questions:
o What are the challenging choices we have to make every day as men in the place we go?
o How does God's word serve as a compass for our choices?

2. No DOUBLE Standards

Proverbs 11:3
A Man of Integrity does not live a DOUBLE life.
Object Lesson: ‘A Compass”
Big Group Questions:
o A compass never changes its direction; there are no second choices. How have you seen
men live a double standard in their lives?
o Should there be any double standards for men, especially men of Godly integrity?




LONGER DISCUSSION QUESTIONS & PRAYER CHALLENGE (*30 minutes)
1. Son
- How would you explain “Integrity” to someone your age?
- Where do you see people around you right now that show a lack of integrity?
- Where is a place in your life you feel the biggest struggle to live with honor and/or integrity?

2. Dad:
- How would you define the word “Integrity” for your son?
- What are the ways that you have seen people in your life fail because of lack of integrity?
- What are words of wisdom about living with honor and integrity that you could pass on to your
son?

Prayer Challenge:
Dad: How can your son pray for you about living with Godly honor and integrity at work? At home? Personal life

Son: How can your dad pray for you about living with Godly honor and integrity in your schooling? Around the
house? Friendships & relationships?

- Pray for the rest of your family for their honor and integrity in their lives and with the two of you.
